In the spring issue, we talked about what
impact, if any, the spiraling economy has
had on our little shelter. Our statistics show
that at the end of May, we had taken in 91
more pets than in 2008 at this time period.
In the first week of June, we had a
whopping 29 entries. There is no way to tell
for certain, of course, if most or all of this is
due to economy, though it seems that
way for several reasons.

People are not getting pets spayed or neu-
tered because of the cost.

Breeders are getting rid of their “stock”
because sales are down. Many have the
attitude they are doing shelters a favor by
blessing them with purebred dogs.

People have to move to smaller dwellings.
A few dogs have been found with micro-
chips or ID tags or plates, but contact
brings denial.

A strangely high amount of full blooded,
well-trained or especially nice dogs are
showing up as “strays” at people’s homes.
(That is, few people turn in their own pets;
they have animal control come get them
or take them to the shelter saying they
found them).

We have no solutions. We do what we can
and have a wonderful people pretty much
working 24/7 trying to find homes for those
cast away.

THE DOGS OF SUMMER

Here are some tips for making your dog safer and happier
during the summer months:

Watch out for your dogs near water—hypothermia can
occur in the best of water lovers.

During backyard cookouts, keep matches, charcoal
lighter fluid, citronella candles, inset coils and foods toxic
to dogs (onions, chocolate, grapes, etc.) out of reach and
keep gates latched.

Expecting summer company? Take your dog on a long
walk or give her a long playtime romp prior to company’s
arrival. And advise your company to keep any medica-
tions put up safely.

Provide plenty of clear water at all times when dogs are
outside.

Take care not to walk your dog on excessively hot pave-
ment, blacktop or sand. This may mean earlier and later
walks than is the routine when it isn’t so hot.

Don’t use inset repellants containing DEET.

Do not leave your dog alone in a vehicle; even what is sup-
posed to be a short errand can be complicated and tem-
peratures inside an automobile on a 90-degree day can
reach 160 degrees in 10 minutes.

It is especially important to keep up on heartworm pre-
ventatives and flea and tick deterrents in hot weather.
Keep your dogs up safe and secure during fireworks dis-
plays.

And make sure they are microchipped and have on 1D
tags as so many dogs go missing while boarding with
friends, getting lost in a strange place while on vacation,
feeling upset at being without their family, etc.
